News Resources 

 
View the entire current Gongwer report?: On the home page, click on the Ohio Report for Day, Date, 
line. 
 
View an article from the current Gongwer report?: On the home page, click on the headline from the 
article of interest. 
 

 
 
View an article from a past Gongwer report? Click on News Archives and select the day of interest. 
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Find articles of specific interest? Enter a search term or phrase in the search box that appears through-
out the site. The search will return matches from Gongwer’s news and legislation resources. 
 
Limit a search to specific types of information? Under the search box, click Advanced Search and se-
lect, or de-select types of information you want to search. 
 
Tips: 
 

• News searches find matching Gongwer articles, committee testimony, amendment descriptions and 

more. 

• Legislation searches cover bills, sponsors, and Revised Code sections 

• Legislative Committees find committee assignments 

• Agency Meetings search executive branch meetings 

• Event Planner searches fund-raisers, news conference, public schedules, rallies and more 

• Directories covers public officials and candidates’ biographies 
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Legislation Resources 
 
Find all bills or resolutions pending in the General Assembly: In the Legislation tab, select the cate-
gory of interest in the left pane. 
 
Determine the status of legislation: Click on any bill number link. All actions listed in light blue are 
House actions. All actions listed in red are Senate actions. 
 

 
 
View the full text of bills and amendments: Click on the gold Text & Analyses link. 
 
Find out what happened at committee on that bill: Click on the Committee Hearing link. 
 
Read about every committee hearing on that bill: Click on the View All Gongwer Coverage link. 
 
Learn about vetoes or bills that have been enacted: Click on the link in the Legislation section. 
 
Find all bills, resolutions, vetoes and enactments from past sessions: Choose a year from the Bill Ar-
chives section, and follow the earlier instructions. 
 
Find bills matching my interests: Type a keyword in the search box. 
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Add bills to my bill tracking account: Access the MyGongwer area and search for bills or issues of inter-
est. To track a bill, click on the green box and create a new Tracking Group. Click save. To add more bills, 
repeat the process. 
 

 
 
Track other bills: Click on any green box next to a bill number and click Track Bill. 
 
Find bills from previous legislative sessions: Type a keyword in the search box and choose the session 
or sessions of interest.

Find out what’s happening at the Statehouse today: Click on the Schedules tab. 
 

 
 
See the complete legislative committee schedule: Click on Legislative Committees. 
 
Review executive branch meetings: Click on Agency Calendar. 
 
See news, political, conference and public schedule events: Click on Event Planner 
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Directory Services 
 
View legislative rosters: From the Directories tab, select Senate, House or any list of committee members. 
 
Find a legislator’s biography: From any of the preceding references, click on the lawmaker’s name. 
 
Find a lawmaker: Click on Find Your Lawmaker under the Directories tab. 
 
Similar resources are available for executive branch and federal officials. 
 
Contact a legislator: Contact information for each lawmaker is included on his or her biography page 
 
Contact a group of legislators: Gongwer’s Correspondence tools (Resources tab, left pane) help you send 
e-mail and hard-copy letters to groups of legislators.
