SCOPE OF WORK

APAR USA LLC 
Village of Frazeysburg, Muskingum County

On March 30, 2026, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (“Authority”) approved a 1.656 percent, 10-year tax credit for APAR USA LLC (“APAR”) for the creation of $17,900,000 in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s project in the Village of Frazeysburg, Muskingum County. As part of the tax credit agreement, the Authority requires the company to maintain operations at the project location for at least 13 years.

APAR is an Indian, publicly traded, family run company with sales in over 140 countries supplying overhead conductors, medium-voltage covered conductors, optical ground wire cables, speciality oils, polymers, and lubricants.

Ohio is competing with North Carolina and Texas for this proposed project. State support will help ensure the proposed project moves forward in Ohio.

The proposed project by APAR in the Village of Frazeysburg, Muskingum County, involves APAR leasing a facility and establishing their first North American manufacturing facility to serve the US market.

APAR expects to create 290 full-time equivalent employees, generating $17,900,000 in new annual payroll. In addition, the company will claim the tax credit on Ohio employee payroll generated at the project location in excess of the company’s baseline payroll at the project location.

By letter dated March 18, 2026, the Zanesville-Muskingum County Port Authority expressed support for the project.
