SCOPE OF WORK

Applied Metals Technologies, LTD. 
City of Bedford Heights, Cuyahoga County; Village of Brooklyn Heights, Cuyahoga County;   City of Wadsworth, Medina County


On March 30, 2026, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (“Authority”) approved a 1.619 percent, 9-year tax credit for Applied Metals Technologies, LTD. (“Applied Metals”) for the creation of $11,000,000 in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s project in the City of Bedford Heights and Village of Brooklyn Heights, Cuyahoga County, and the City of Wadsworth, Medina County. As part of the tax credit agreement, the Authority requires the company to maintain operations at the project locations for at least 12 years.

Applied Metals machines, polishes, and finishes OEM and aftermarket aluminum wheels for the automotive, commercial vehicle and aerospace markets.

Ohio is competing with Michigan for this proposed project. State support will help ensure the proposed project moves forward in Ohio.

With this project, Applied Metals is considering the establishment of a new manufacturing operation in the City of Bedford Heights. The company seeks to add domestic aluminum wheel casting capabilities to its current offering of services at this location. This onshoring effort will bring high-end, high-margin wheel production from China to Ohio. 

Applied Metals expects to create 152 full-time equivalent employees, generating $11,000,000 in new annual payroll and retain $1,878,804 in existing payroll by December 31, 2029 at the project locations. In addition, the company will claim the tax credit on Ohio employee payroll generated at the project location in excess of the company’s baseline payroll at the project locations.

By letter dated January 14, 2026, the City of Bedford Heights expressed support for the project.
