SCOPE OF WORK


AAA Cooper Transportation
City of Columbus, Franklin County; City of Richfield, Summit County; City of Toledo, Lucas County


On March 2, 2026, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (“Authority”) approved a 1.668 percent, 9-year tax credit for AAA Cooper Transportation (“AAA”) in exchange for a commitment to create $14,700,000 in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s project in the City of Columbus, Franklin County; City of Richfield, Summit County; and City of Toledo, Lucas County. As part of the tax credit agreement, the Authority requires the company to maintain operations at the project location for at least twelve years.

AAA provides comprehensive logistics, transportation, and distribution solutions tailored to clients' needs.

Ohio is competing with Indiana, Kentucky, Michigan, and Pennsylvania for this proposed project. State support will help ensure the proposed project moves forward in Ohio.

The proposed project by AAA in the City of Columbus, Franklin County; City of Richfield, Summit County; and City of Toledo, Lucas County, will result in a new location to expand its transportation and logistics operations as part of a strategic initiative to grow its national network of service centers/fleet maintenance shops. 

AAA expects to create 210 new full-time equivalent employees, generating $14,700,000 in new annual payroll by December 31, 2029. The tax credit will begin on January 1, 2026, and end on December 31, 2034. Annual reporting is required until December 31, 2037. In addition, the company will claim the tax credit on Ohio employee payroll generated at the project location in excess of the company’s baseline payroll at the project location.

By letters dated December 23, 2025; November 24, 2025; and January 28, 2026, the City of Columbus, the City of Richfield, and the City of Toledo expressed support for the project.
