SCOPE OF WORK

First Quality Home Care Products LLC
Village of Archbold, Fulton County


On March 2, 2026, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (“Authority”) approved a 1.601 percent, 10-year tax credit for First Quality Home Care Products LLC (“First Quality”) in exchange for a commitment to create $20,000,000 in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s project in the Village of Archbold, Fulton County. As part of the tax credit agreement, the Authority requires the company to maintain operations at the project location for at least thirteen years.

First Quality is a family-owned company manufacturing adult incontinence products, feminine hygiene products, baby wipes, adult washcloths, and consumer paper products for institutional and retail markets worldwide. 

Ohio is competing with Utah for this proposed project. State support will help ensure the proposed project moves forward in Ohio.

The proposed project by First Quality in the Village of Archbold, Fulton County, involves a recently purchased Utah-based detergent and cleaner line looking for a new location to expand operations. 

First Quality expects to create 400 full-time equivalent employees, generating $20,000,000 in new annual payroll by December 31, 2030, at the project location. The tax credit will begin on January 1, 2028, and end on December 31, 2037. Annual reporting is required until December 31, 2040. In addition, the company will claim the tax credit on Ohio employee payroll generated at the project location in excess of the company’s baseline payroll at the project location.

By letter dated December 9, 2025, the Fulton County Economic Development Corporation expressed support for the project.
