SCOPE OF WORK

Dupon USA LLC 
City of Columbus, Franklin County

On March 30, 2026, the Ohio Tax Credit Authority (“Authority”) approved a 1.195 percent, 7-year tax credit for Dupon USA LLC (“Dupon”) for the creation of $3,071,000 in new annual payroll as a result of the company’s project in the City of Columbus, Franklin County. As part of the tax credit agreement, the Authority requires the company to maintain operations at the project location for at least 10 years.

Dupon has decades of experience in designing high-quality ice cream equipment for businesses worldwide, offering innovative solutions for small to large producers, with a focus on quality, efficiency, and customer support.

Ohio is competing with Indiana, Wisconsin, and Pennsylvania for this proposed project. State support will help ensure the proposed project moves forward in Ohio.

The proposed project by Dupon in the City of Columbus, Franklin County, involves constructing a new 175,000 SF building to produce baked wafers, cookies, and crunch products for the industrial ice cream market and manufacturers.

Dupon expects to create 60 full-time equivalent employees, generating $3,071,000 in new annual payroll and retain $1,987,751 in existing payroll by December 31, 2029 at the project location. In addition, the company will claim the tax credit on Ohio employee payroll generated at the project location in excess of the company’s baseline payroll at the project location.

By letter dated January 30, 2026, the City of Columbus expressed support for the project and is offering Dupon a 10-year 75% enterprise zone tax abatement.
